Students may submit original work that in some way pertains to, analyzes, or celebrates the Classics of ancient Greece and Rome.  Submissions may include analytical essays, research essays, original translations of a classical work or portion thereof, original poems, short stories, plays, blogs, multimedia projects, musical compositions, sculptures, paintings, or photos adapted from or inspired by a Classical original, or reconstructions of various ancient objects or devices such as a wine press, olive press, hoplite shield, or Roman shield.

Submission Deadlines:  Submissions must be made by May 7, 2012.  Documents should be emailed to Glenn Steinberg at gsteinbe@tcnj.edu.  Physical objects may be submitted to Joanne Cantor in Bliss Hall 103.
Notification of Winner:  The winner will be notified by September 20, 2012, and will be awarded the prize at a special honors ceremony for students in the School of Humanities & Social Sciences in October.
